o Hold the towel rail against its final mounting location and mark the two hole
positions for each bracket onto the mounting surface.

o Drill the six holes previously marked and insert the supplied wall plugs.

» Offer the towel rail back to the wall and affix firmly into the wall plugs using the
supplied screws.
