1 Safety information

Please read this user manual carefully before operation.

Safety instructions

•	 Use this appliance only as described in this manual. Any other use may result in fire, electrical shock, or injury.

	 B.	 Add a few drops of aroma oil into the aroma diffuser.

	 4.	 Fourth press: All oscillation functions off; fan remains fixed in position.
	 Important: Do not adjust the oscillation angle by hand.

Timer ON

•	 When the fan is in standby, press the timer button to schedule a start time.
•	 Timer range: 1–15 hours in one-hour intervals.
•	 For timers longer than one hour, the displayed time will reduce hourly to reflect 	
	 the remaining duration.
•	 Note: Switching the fan on or off after setting the timer will cancel the 
	 scheduled timer.

Timer OFF 
(Fan On)

•	 When the fan is operating, press the timer button to set an automatic 
	 shut-off time.
•	 Timer range: 1–15 hours in one-hour intervals.
•	 The display alternates between the current fan speed and the remaining time 
	 until the fan switches off.
•	 The displayed time will reduce hourly for timers set longer than one hour.
Note: Turning the fan off and back on will cancel the scheduled timer.
