Comments: If ambient temperature drops below 1°C,

drain out the water to prevent freezing.

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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Due to the weight of Imperia 4 Column 600mm1460mm & 600mmx1640mm size radiators, we
recommend these radiators to be used with the extra optional radiator feet.
We further recommend radiator feet to be used with all sizes Imperia 6 Column radiators.

Position the towel rail in desired location, check for level and mark four equal
positions for the brackets.

Make sure the towel rail is installed vertically.
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Allow enough room for the installation of valves and or thermostatic controls

Before installation place a dust
sheet on the floor to prevent

cAUTION losing any small parts.
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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Drill holes in wall and insert wall plugs. N.B for false or studded walls different
fixings can be purchased from your local DIY store.

* Wall plugs may need to be replaced with an alternative if not fixing to a solid wall.
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Fix the wall brackets to the wall with screws provided and ensure holding.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Fix the chrome blanking plug and air vent plug into the top threads of the radiators
collectors using PTFE tape. (They can be fitted in either side.)
We would recommend that the air vent is fited in the top opposite corner to the flow.

Tighten them firmly with a spanner.
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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Fix the radiator valve parts(not included) into the two bottom threads radiator by
using PTFE tape.

7 Connect valves to central heating system, turn on water and bleed the radiator to fill
with water .
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AFTER INSTALLATION

Use a screwdriver to open the air ventopen the valve and let the water rush into
radiator.

Check all connection for leaks.

Once water overflows from the air vent,there is no air in the tube.

Use a screwdriver to close the air ventturn on the valve and the radiator is ready for
use.

CARE & CLEANING

Radiators are made from steel and should not be cleaned with corrosive or scouring clean-
ing agents.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

When your radiator doesn’t function,knowing basic radiator troubleshooting can save you
from the stress and the hassles of a non-functioning radiator.Here is a guide to solve the
most common problems associated with these electric home heaters.

WARRANTY & CONDITIONS

Problem Cause Action

1.Check to make sure there is no
trapped air insid the radiator.
“‘Bleed” the radiator to release air.
2.Make sure the valve is fully open
to allow water to run freely.Some
radiator may need diverter for
water to flow properly around the

unit.

INSTALLATION

« This product must be installed by a fully qualified engineer.

« Please consider using an Eastbrook Valve Set - this will ensure that your radiator looks its
best with matching radiator valves.

e On commissioning, flush the central heating system thoroughly using a proprietary solution
to ensure that aggressive substances such as fluxes and manufacturing residue, from which
internal surfaces of your radiator can sustain irreparable damage - are removed. It is further
recommended that an appropriately approved corrosion inhibitor be subsequently added to
the heating system in order to protect the radiator and other parts of the central heating
system to promote extended operating lifespan. Please ensure, when adding inhibitor, not to
underdose or overdose and follow the inhibitor instructions. The Ph level of the system water
should be between 6.5 and 7.5
If the system water is too acidic then the metals in the system would corrode. If the system
water is too alkaline, then there is a higher risk of electrolysis.

MAINTENANCE

» From time to time it is advisable to clean your radiator with a warm damp cloth. Never use
any form of abrasive cleaner or chemical.

« Corrosion inhibitor must also be regularly maintained, please consult your heating engineer
for details.

IMPORTANT

« Maximum working pressure of this radiator is 4 bar.

« This radiator is to be used on Domestic Central Heating systems only. (Not suitable for use
on direct hot water systems). Please consult your heating engineer or supplier.

WARRANTY

Your Imperia 2 Column Multirail has five years manufacturer’s warranty in respect of defective
materials and workmanship and subject to installation being carried out by a qualified engineer
in accordance with good practice and corrosion inhibitors being regularly maintained.
